 

Ride around University of Georgia style at this year’s Sunbelt Ag Expo.
 

This year at the Sunbelt Ag Expo, the University of Georgia College of Agricultural and Environmental Sciences is focusing on innovative energy. UGA scientists will be showcasing biodiesel research, use and production. Other displays will cover pyrolysis, bio oil, and ethanol. Ag and forestry feedstock booths will feature plant and crop demonstrations, feedstock genomics and chip, sawdust and whole tree demonstrations.

 

We’ll be pitting a biodiesel tractor against a petroleum diesel tractor; demonstrating a flexfuel vehicle, algae growth chamber, algae harvesting system for biodiesel and anaerobic digestion.

 

A UGA bus powered by biodiesel will provide shuttle transportation to several locations within the Sunbelt Ag Expo.

 

In April, all 47 UGA buses started using B20, a blend of 20 percent biodiesel and 80 percent petroleum diesel. The biodiesel is derived from chicken fat produced as a byproduct of Georgia’s poultry industry. It burns cleaner than petroleum diesel, producing less carbon dioxide, sulfur and volatile organic compounds. UGA’s bus fleet will carry an estimated eight million passengers on its Athens campus and use 300,000 gallons of fuel in 2007.
